Park Village Elementary K-5 Grade Enrollment 
 
TK to 5th Grade enrollment for Park Village will be on Tuesday May 9, 2017 in the Multi-Purpose Room from 
2:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  Starting May 10, enrollment will be taken on a continuing basis in the office until June 
15, between 10:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.  
 
The enrollment forms can be found on the District and/or Park Village website under the ñNew Enrollmentò tab.  
Be sure you complete both the District forms and the Park Village Site forms.  Please bring the completed 
forms with you at the time you enroll your child. 
  
Requirements and documents needed for all New Enrollment include the following: 

 Bring the original birth certificate and a COPY. 
 Bring two (2) proofs of residency and a COPY (i.e. utility bill, cable bill, escrow papers or signed rental 

agreement, etc.)  
 Bring your childôs immunization card and a COPY.  All immunizations need to be up to date. 

 
Immunization requirements for incoming all New Enrollment are: 

 Polio – 4 doses (3 doses if at least one dose was given on or after fourth birthday) 
 DTP –  5 doses (4 doses if last dose was given on or after fourth birthday) 
 MMR – 2 doses (Both doses must be given on or after first birthday 
 Hepatitis B – 3 doses 
 Varicella (Chickenpox) – 1 dose (OR health care provider documentation of Chickenpox disease) 

 
NOTE:  ALL IMMUNIZATIONS MUST BE UP TO DATE AND VERIFIED AT ENROLLMENT!  STUDENTS 
WILL NOT BE PRE-ENROLLED, ENROLLED, OR ADMITTED WITHOUT THIS EVIDENCE.    
 
The only exemption allowed for immunization requirement is a verification from a doctor.   Exemptions must be 
handled prior to enrollment.
